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Delivery Statistics Web Page Information 
The Delivery Statistics web site on the Intelligent Mail and Address Quality page uses the most current version of the monthly Universal Delivery Statistics File (UDSF) as the source for statistics. UDSF is taken directly from the information in the Address Management System (AMS) database and reflects all work submitted by delivery units (via Edit Books or Electronic Edit Sheet) and processed by the AMS office by close of business on the last day of the month. This is done to retain continuity with monthly reporting. A new file is added at the beginning of each month which contains delivery statistics effective with the first day of the month.
Delivery Stats report active or possible deliveries by carrier route number, for scheme and delivery routes separately. The bundle type, delivery mode and route designation (phantom or aux) are included for each carrier and a roll up by ZIP Code is included. Bundle type in the column headed B reflects 1 bundle, 2 bundle, vertical case (V) or2 bundle without flats (Z). Delivery mode in column headed M identifies foot (F), park and loop (P), curbline (C), dismount (D) or other (O) routes. The report includes the number of deliveries, including a split between residential and business, and mode of delivery by delivery point. This is reported at the individual route level and rolled up by route type. 
Route level defaults (bundle type, delivery mode, etc) are rolled up to the ZIP Code level. The delivery mode is determined by the types of addresses the carrier serves. Whatever type of delivery is greater than 50% of the total deliveries determines the delivery mode. The route level default for the delivery mode is set by the local AMS office, with input from the delivery unit managers. This information is also available rolled up at the lead finance number level (traditional finance numbers, not the station code or unit id numbers), at the three digit level, by district, by area and national.
A route will be listed if it has at least one active delivery point assigned to the route. “No Stat” delivery points will not be included in the statistics provided by this page. 
There are some constraints on the data, which are reflective of structure of the AMS database structure. These things cannot be changed cannot be changed. This would include being able to roll up statistics combining multiple lead finance numbers. There are also difficulties when entire ZIP Codes associated with one post office exist in other states and have been assigned alternative finance numbers. This alternative finance number was necessary to allow these customers to use their actual, physical state designation in their address instead of the state of the post office serving those addresses. Also, detached post office boxes serviced by a city carrier can not be attributed to the individual route which serves them, but are associated with the finance number to which they belong as PO Box statistics. Statistics cannot be rolled up between districts.
Delivery Statistics Reports Instruction
To create reports, you have to make some choices. The initial selection is for the fiscal year and then the month of data desired. At this point, a national summary report is created when you click the ‘GO’ button.
Following that, select the appropriate area and district. Area and district summaries are available by stopping and clicking the ‘GO’ button once the area or area and district have been selected.
Some decisions need to be made on what statistics are desired. Please be aware that any change in the primary selection criteria causes the program to revert to the default settings for possible and delivery selections as opposed to active and scheme selections.
You can select a district download into an excel spreadsheet for data manipulation, or you can download a district report which will provide summary data at the district level. Route types (city, rural, etc.) are available as a selection point. 
Once you have selected one of these items you cannot ‘unselect’ it except by changing a primary selection criteria or using the clear button.
The statistics can be sorted by five digit ZIP Code, three digit ZIP Code and Finance number for anything within the district itself.
